Rules and regulations

The Tennis Tournament will be played according to the rules and regulations of All India Tennis
Association unless otherwise the rules are modified by the CBSE.

Age criteria: U-14 category born on or after 01-01-1996, & U-19 category born on or after 01-01-1991.
Each school can send one team comprising of maximum four players, in both the age groups i.e. under 14
& under 19 years separately in boys & girls category.

The tournament shall be played on knock-out basis.

Matches will be played as best of 13 [Thirteen] games with six all as tie breaker till the pre-quarter finals.
Quarter finals will be best of 15 [Fifteen] games and semi-finals and finals will be played as best of three
sets with tie-breaker rule, if necessary.

The tournament shall consist of 2 singles and one doubles event in both the sections i e boys and girls.
Two single matches shall be held and in case of a tie [one all] double will follow.

Merit certificate and medals shall be awarded for the first three positions only in both the sections.

All the other participants shall be awarded with a participation certificate, for those who actually come to
play.

Players must report 20 minutes before the commencement of the match with a proper kit

Players must be prepared to play more than one match in a day.

The code of conduct for the players shall be strictly observed on and off the field.

Qualified officials from TNTA will conduct the matches.

The umpire decision will be final & binding.

The players should bring their School flag. The Managers/Coaches are requested to be present during the
opening and closing functions.

The participating school must confirm through E-mail/phone/fax whether their entry form has reached
RMK Residential School before due date.
